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Abount 5 million rural teachers are committed to their missions to educate nearly 100 million youths.

Only few of them have had opportunities to be trained, while most have never so much as visited the
counties near where they live.
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The Rural Teacher Experiential Training Program was first initiated by renowned CCTV anchorperson
CuiYongyuan. From 2006 to 2007, Cui Yongyuan found that rural teachers from undeveloped areas knew
litfle about the world outside when he re-lived the historic Long March. One rural student even asked his
teacher where passengers sat on a flight, and he actually got the answer that the passengers sat in the
wings. This thought-provoking story inspired Cui Yongyuan to bring more rural teachers into the metropoilis
to experience urban life, acquire more knowledge and enhance their occupational skills. From 2006 to
this day, seven rural teacher experiential training activities have been held in Beijing and Shanghai by Cui
Yongyuan Charity Fund and Organizing Committee of Wings of A Dream.
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Wings of A Dream: Training Rural Teachers further supplemented the official fraining by the Ministry
of Education of China by inviting rural teachers from underdeveloped areas to a 10-day Beijing or
Shanghai-based experiential fraining during vacation. This program is desighed 1o leverage
educational quality by enhancing the rural teachers’ capabilities and help rural teachers experience
urban culture, learn more about city lifestyle, gain new knowledge, and enhance their cultural and
aesthetic capabilities through various activities, like making a trip by plane or train, watching arfistic
performance, completing a physical examination, attending a health workshop, paying 1-day visit fo a
local family, receiving an individual tutorial by renowned scholars, efc.
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
